
¹ Preponderance of evidence is defined as: Is it more likely than not that the incident occurred? The standard of moral
certainty is required in any subsequent canonical process.
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Review Board studies investigative report; using a
standard of “preponderance of evidence¹,” Board
arrives at its conclusion whether or not the
allegation has been substantiated and sends that
recommendation to the Archbishop. Board makes
recommendation to the Archbishop about the
cleric’s suitability for ministry.

Canonical action by the Archbishop;
referral of case to CDF if substantiated;

issue decree of exoneration if
unsubstantiated.
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
